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(1) This permission of the Central Government is accorded initially for a period of one year and will
be renewed on yearly basis subject to the verification of the achievement of annual targets as
indicated in the scheme submitted by the institute and regulations made in this regard. This
process of renewl of permission will continue till such time the establishment of medical college
and expansion of hospital facilities are completed.

(2) The applicant should provide all infrastructural facilities in terms of teching and non-teaching
staff] building, equipment and hospital facilities as per Medical Council of India norms as
notified from time to time.

(3) The applicant should provide requisite Bank-Guarantee and other document as per IMC Act,
1956 & Regulations framed thereunder directly to the MCL.

(4) Admissions made in violation of the above conditions will be treated as irregular and shall be
laible for action under IMC Act, 1956 & Regulations mader thereunder.
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
